HOMEWORK Policy

RATIONALE

We believe that it is important that children are encouraged to continue with their learning at home and for this reason ‘homework’ will regularly be given to children in order for them to consolidate work being done in school.

At Whitchurch Primary School we also believe this gives parents a window into the work which they are completing in school. In addition, it provides an opening for parents to engage with and share learning with their children. 
AIMS:

To encourage children to consolidate their learning beyond school.

(
To encourage children to develop their ability to explore and access different sources of information.

(
To encourage children to develop the skills required for independent learning.

(
To encourage parental involvement, working in partnership with them to support their children’s learning outside of school.

GUIDELINES:
1. All children should read, ideally on a daily basis at home, but as a minimum five times a week. This should be recorded at home (by the child from Year 4 onwards) in the child’s Reading Record. Parents should initial the reading record on a weekly basis. 
5 Class chart points will be awarded to children who read five times in a week. 
No points are awarded for children who read less than 5 times a week.

2. Children will be expected to learn a list of spellings each week. SEN children may have a personalised spelling list to meet their needs.
3. During the half term holidays, children may sometimes be encouraged to research for information and artefacts to support class subjects and may also be given investigations or problem solving activities to carry out at home. These activities are optional and will be rewarded with class chart points. 
4. Homework should not exceed a reasonable time each week. At Whitchurch Primary School we set the following tasks as homework each week: 
EYFS – daily reading

KS1 and KS2 – reading five times a week, spellings to practise each week and Times Tables Rock stars.  
Year 6 - to prepare children for secondary school and their end of year tests, additional maths and English homework may be given for children to complete.
CONCLUSION

With the support of parents, children will develop good ‘homework’ habits which will enhance learning in school and form a sound basis for their long term education.  
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
